COLILEGE OF MONARCHS
CODE OF CONDUCT

Purpose

The College of Monarchs a.k.a. Monarchs Council “Council” is comprised of all
Past Emperor's and Empress’'s of the Imperial Royal Sovereign Court of the Desert
Empire, Inc., who have completed their reign. In addition, per Empress 5, Ida Slapther,
her proclamation states that all Emperors and Empress from an out of state realm that
relocate here to Las Vegas, Nevada are inducted into the “Council” after 1 year of
residency. The current reigning monarchs are honorary members and will be allowed to
attend monarch council meeting, but may not vote on any issues,

The main purpose of the “Council” is to offer guidance and suggestions to the
current reigning monarchs. The “Council” must also annually hold the candidate

orientation meeting prior to the Board of Directors Candidate interview/approval
meeting.

Induction

Members of the “Council” are inducted to the college upon the completion of their
reign. Monarchs that relocate to Las Vegas and qualify, Nevada will be inducted after 1
year of residency. Due to the commitment and dedication made during their reigns, All
past monarchs of the IRSCDE shall always retain their status on the College, regardless
of residency.

Dean of the “Mo hs ail”

The head of the *Council” gshall be known as the Dean of the College of Monarchs.
The Dean shall be elected with a majority approval of the Council. The term of office shall
be for a period of 2 years. The Dean shall be the spokesperson for the “Council” and shall
not make decisions regarding the “Council” without a majority approval of the Council

Meeting/Voting

The “Council” shall have at least one meeting quarterly. Special meeting can be
requested. Only members of the council may cast a vote. All meetings shall be Private
and closed to the general public. A general effort to contact all members, will be made
when a meeting is requested . A majority of votes cast will pass any issues voted on. To
be fair an impartial, all Former Monarchs that relocate outside of our realm, will be
allowed an opportunity to vote on issues via proxy vote or email vote

Conduct

All members of the “Council” shall conduct their actions with the utmost respect

toward all monarchs, the court, other court members and most importantly themselves,
Any infractions made by a Council member, that are considered to be morally, willfully,
malicious, and ethically damaging to another party, person or organization shall be
grounds for discipline by the Council. A written grievience shall be submitted to the Dean
for review. The Dean will submit the grievience to the Council members. The Council will
review the grievience and if a 2/3 majority vote rules that the Conduct has been
breached and the corrective actions have been met by the Dean or the College, then they
have the right to bring removal charges to the Board of Directors.

In this event, the BOD must notify the person(s) in violation within 30 days
and also notify the General Membership that a vote will be held. If said violation does

not pass a 2 /3 majority vote of the General Membership present at said meeting, then
the Violation is null and void.

The following penalty shall be imposed on the person(s) violating the code of conduct.
Penalties shall be as follows: First infraction, I year suspension of title and 1 year
probation. Second infraction, permanent suspension of title.

All possible infractions occurring before this date shall be considered void.
